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THE LOCH NESS MONSTER

In the summer of 1962, Jimmy Cameron and Dan MacIntosh were fishing from a boat on Loch
Ness in Scotland.

Most of
them see absolutely nothing, a few see something and one or two take photographs of what they
believe is the monster. But still there is not a good close-up photo or any other convincing proof of
the Loch Ness Monster’s existence!
